Ancient Egypt had weather that made farming possible, even in the
desert. The Nile River gave water and rich soil, which helped crops grow.
But sometimes, the weather also brought problems like floods, droughts,
and sandstorms.

The water brought rich soil to the land, which
helped crops grow.
