They use materials that are 

not poisonous, such as safe paint and plastic. Toys that pass the tests usually have a 

safety label on the box. Parents should always check for this label before buying. 

  Cheap toys without labels can be risky. They might contain harmful chemicals or sharp 

edges. Buying a cheaper toy may save money at first, but it could cost more if a child 

gets hurt. 

  Making the right choice means protecting children. By checking the labels, reading 

reviews, and buying from trusted shops, parents can make sure their children play 

safely and happily.

        Machu Picchu is an ancient Incan city hidden high in the Andes Mountains of Peru. It 
was built in the 15th century by Emperor Pachacuti, but it remained unknown to the 
outside world until 1911 when it was rediscovered by an explorer named Hiram Bingham.

The Mystery of the Titanic 
      On the night of April 14th, 1912, the Titanic, the largest and most luxurious passenger 
ship of its time, hit an iceberg during its very first voyage across the Atlantic Ocean. More 
than 2,000 people were on board, including wealthy passengers, emigrants searching for 
a new life, and a hardworking crew. Everyone was excited about travelling on what had
