The Benban Solar Park, situated in Aswan Governorate in the Western Desert, is one of the
world's largest solar power plants. The site was chosen because the area is one of the
sunniest places on Earth, as confirmed by studies from NASA. This huge complex consists
of 41 individual solar power plants spread over a large area, making it visible even from
space.
